 Word Pad.

One of the great advantages of Wordpad is that it allows you to change the colour of your letters quite easily. You are going to be given the start of the story called Colouritis. Copy that out. If you have sufficent time continue the story. Remember, to change the colours of your typing by clicking on the coloured button just beside the UNDERLINE  button. See above. Click on the colour of your choice. You can also use the BOLD button to make your colour look thicker.

To put the word Colouritis in the middle of the page you must

1: Type it first.

2:Bring the mouse pointer JUST to the left of the word. Rememner that you must see the pointer.

3:Click the mouse button once.

4:The word goes black. This means that it is HIGHLIGHTED.

5:Without clicking, move your mouse pointer to the CENTRING button and click once on it.

6:Click once where you wish to start your story. This will remove the highlighting and bring your cursor to where you wish to start.
